Club & Resort is the only full-service waterfront resort in Newport

ENTERTAINMENT: Duke’s Place for drinks and light fare overlooking the bay; it 

offers live jazz and dancing nightly. 

 

SPA: The 17,000-square-foot spa located in the members’ clubhouse is 

open to guests of the Resort. 

 

 The spa features men’s and women’s relaxation lounges with 

inviting fireplaces and cozy seating areas.  A comprehensive 

relaxation program includes a sauna, whirlpool and inhalation 

steam room.  The facilities house nine rooms for massages, skin 

care and hydrotherapy treatments inspired by the spectacular 

surroundings.
